

This scavenger hunt is a basic introduction to the Media Center services that will prepare you for the next four years.  You will be given a grade for this activity.  Please remember that the goal is for you to explore and become familiar with resources so you can make wise decisions when working on research projects in any of your classes.

Write your answers on this handout or use a word processor.  You do not have to work on the questions in order.  
Please remember to work independently!

In the Media Center:
1. Introduce yourself to one or both of our media center clerks.  Spell both of their names correctly. 
2. List three magazine titles found in the Media Center.  Which magazine goes back the furthest?  How far back does it run?
3. How much does it cost to make a photocopy in our library?

4. Locate and browse through the biography section and list one title you would like to read. 
5. What part of the print collection has the most titles in our non-reference area?  Why do you think there are so many books in this area?

6. Locate the Media Center’s magazine subscription listings.  Copy the titles of three magazines you didn’t know the Media Center had.
7. Locate Contemporary Literary Criticism and list the citation for one of your favorite authors.

8. Browse through the fiction section, and list the name of one famous author sharing the first initial of your last name.

9. What is the cost of each black and white printout?         Of each color printout?

10.  Name three Microsoft Office products we use in the school.  
11. Using the Online Catalog, find one book on any of the following topics and copy the title, author name(s), publisher, and copyright date.   Can you tell if it is available?
a. Civil War 
b. animal rights
c. basketball
d. mythology
Using a computer, find the Media Center’s home page and answer the following questions: 
12. List four different databases included in EBSCO Host (in “Online Databases”).
13. List the name of the online database that offers websites that “transforms the wealth of valuable educational material on the Internet into an organized and easy-to-use resource.”

14. What is the name of the encyclopedia we subscribe to that is in “Online Information Resources.”
15. Using LitFinder found in “Online Databases,” name a short story that is science fiction.
16. How would you document an image you find online in a Works Cited page?  (Hint: Check one of the buttons on MLA on the Media Center’s home page.)
17. Name five different searches Google offers.  
18. Our Online Catalog offers you the opportunity to search by keyword or subject. What is the difference? Give an example of when each approach would be the best way to start.

19. Locate the summer reading lists’ link on the Rich Central Home Page. Which book on the list did you read or will be reading? Give the call number for this book.
20. What is the name of your Media Center Director?      What other roles does he have at Rich Central?  (You may ask him or the media center staff.)
