OPERATION SNOWBALL REGULATIONS

In order for Operation Snowball to be a quality experience for all participants, the staff has developed the following set of regulations which will be in effect for both ADULTS and TEENS.

1)
All cars must be in the Camp Manitoqua parking lot area designated for Operation Snowball.  For 
security purposes, keys must be turned over to the Snowball Director upon registration.

2)
Non-prescription drugs, alcohol, and fireworks will not be permitted at Operation Snowball.  All prescription drugs must be turned over to the Operation Snowball Nurse at the time of registration.  They will be dispensed as indicated.  ALL MEDICATIONS MUST BE BROUGHT IN THEIR ORIGINAL CONTAINERS.

3)
Participants will not be permitted to leave Camp Manitoqua or have guests in to visit.  In case of an emergency, the visitor to the Snowball site must register with the Operation Snowball Director. Cell phones must be turned in at registration.

4)
Male and female participants will be housed in separate cabins.  At no time will males or females be permitted in the cabin of the opposite sex (except during specified small group sessions or mini-workshops).

5)
Operation Snowball or Rich Township High Schools will not be responsible for personal items lost or stolen.

6)
Snowball is a three-day progressive  retreat  - STUDENTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO MISS ANY PORTION OF THE WEEKEND.   Non-participation in scheduled Snowball activities must be authorized by each student's respective small group leaders or by the Director.

7)
Participants should notify their room, workshop, or group leader immediately in the event of serious 
illness or injury.  Student's parents will be notified immediately by the Snowball Nurse.

8)
Participants will be expected to adhere to all Camp Manitoqua and Snowball safety regulations.

9)
Participants will be expected to demonstrate respect, consideration, and concern for all fellow 

participants and staff at Operation Snowball.  Dancing must be appropriate.
10)
Smoking is not permitted.

11)
Do not exceed established outside boundaries.

12)
No hats will be allowed in Camp Manitoqua buildings.

13)
No candy or food will be allowed.  Pop will be available during meals only and must remain in the 
Dining Hall.

14)
No gang representation will be tolerated. 

* Any infraction could result in a participant being sent home.

* Any infraction of the Rich Township High School rules concerning possession, use, or distribution of  alcohol or drugs, or gang activity, verbal or physical fights will also result in a suspension from school.
